TOD is a way to specify the transfer of 

real estate upon a person’s death.  There is 

no transfer until the person who creates the 

TOD deed is deceased.  This is a means of 

avoiding probate.  It also supersedes a will 

or negates the need for a will if that is the 

only item of the estate.  The person mak-

ing the TOD deed can revoke it at any 

time.

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INGREDIENTS 

 2/3 Cup canned pumpkin 

 3 Eggs 

 3/4 Cup flour 

 3/4 Tsp Baking Soda 

 1 Cup Sugar  

 1/2 Tsp. Cinnamon 

Filling 

 1 teaspoon vanilla extract 

 8 Oz Cream Cheese 

 2 Tbsp. Butter 

 1 Cup confectioners sugar  
DIRECTIONS 

-Preheat oven to 375˚F. 

-In mixing bowl beat eggs on high for 5 min-

utes. Gradually add the sugar and pumpkin  

-Add flour, baking soda and cinnamon and mix 

until smooth  

-Line 13 inch by 9 inch baking pan with wax 

paper. Grease and flour the paper. Spread the 

batter evenly in the pan. 

-Bake at 375˚F for 15 minutes or until the cake 

springs back when lightly touched.  

-Immediately flip the cake onto a kitchen towel 

dusted with confectioners sugar, peel off the 

paper. Roll the cake up with the towel and let  

cool. 

-Meanwhile in another bowl mix cream 

cheese, butter, confectioners sugar and vanilla 

until creamy.  

-Unroll the cake and layer the filling on the 

cake. Roll the cake with the filling inside. 

-Slice and enjoy!
